
R P2B Update
Several changes have been made since Manual Revision 1.03 (E302) of the P2B
AGP Mainboard. Major changes include the following jumper settings. As always,
heed the warning and notes in the original manual, particularly on overclocking (see
page 14, CPU Core:BUS Frequency Multiple).

AGP Frequency Selection (AGPFS)
This option sets the frequency ratio between the AGP bus frequency and the CPU bus

frequency. The default sets the AGP frequency to 2/3 of the CPU bus or host frequency.
